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CoOURT DATE SET IN FAYETTE COUNTY TAX CASE

Commonwealth Court will
hear the case Independent Oil

" L
and Gas Association of
Pennsylvania, et al. V. Board of
Assessment Appeals of Fayette

County, Pennsylvania, et al. on
May 9, 2001, at 9:30 a.m.

The case will be heard in banc (seven Judges
hear the case), rather than by a panel of Judges
(only three), which indicates that the Court
considers the issues raised in the case to be of
great importance.

IOGA OF PA and several affected producers
had filed this appeal as a result of our loss in the
Court of Comment Pleas in Fayette County. The
county court loss was expected from the
beginning, and our desire for a precedent
setting case is best served by a positive result in
Commonwealth Court.

There are several points of contention in this
case. First of all, Pennsylvania does not have a
statute specifically permitting taxation of oil and
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gas as real estate, whereas coal and gravel are
specifically authorized.

The second issue is the valuation of real
estate at 1958 values. We argue that the county
cannot assess on a fair basis with today’s
valuations. This point has been rendered moot
since the outset of the case
by the county’s decision
to do a countywide
reassessment of all real
estate to current values.

Thirdly, we are
arguing that the very
nature of natural gas
and oil, one cannot
fairly and accurately
assess these fluids as real estate. By its fugacious
nature, oil and gas produced from a well on a
particular property does mnot necessarily
originate entirely on that property. This should
render any valuation of property-specific value
for real estate purposes invalid.

Fourth, the county assessments are also
placed on oil and gas leases. Our position is that
these cannot be assessed based on the lack of any
information regarding the value of underlying
reserves until a well is drilled and placed into
production.

The participants are excited and cautiously
optimistic about the expected outcome of
this case. A
positive
judgement in
our favor
would set a
valuable legal
precedent to
overturn
assessment of oil and gas as real estate in any
county that such action is currently in place.
